Carta Presupuesto Programa Periodoncia
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XIV. Proposed Budget

The establishment of this graduate program requires the investment in faculty,
administrative personnel, supplies and equipment, among others. This proposal is
based on a combination of a reorganization of the faculty schedule and academic

demands with an increase in student’s tuition and related expenses.
p

Currently, the graduate programs of the School of Dental Medicine accepts local, non
resident and international students in compliance with the school’s mission. The
educational costs of our institution when compared with the costs of tuition of
homologous programs, at similar state and private institutions, results to be very
inexpensive. In addition, international or non-resident students pay a specific fee for
tuition expenses, that in some graduate dental programs is lower that the cost of tuition
for the local students. To address this issue the School of Dental Medicine proposes the

following tuition fees:

Local Students: $25,000.00/yearly
Non-Resident Students: $35,000.00/yearly
International Students: $45,000.00/yearly
Learning and Technology Resources Fee: $800.00/yearly
Clinical Technology Resources Fee: $1,000/yearly

The School of Dental Medicine also proposes that the collection mechanism of these
tuition fees and related expenses will be through the Division of Continuing Education
and Professional Studies (DECEP). The School of Dental Medicine will transfer to the

Central Administration the institutional fees required by the University of Puerto Rico.



These new tuition fees and related expenses will serve as reference in order to update
those of existing advanced specialty graduate programs. Once this proposal is
approved, it will be reviewed and adjusted every three years in accordance to the
increase in the cost of living expenses based on the official statistics of the previous
year. With the purposes of financing the operation of these graduate programs, no
student will receive tuition exemption. This approximated tuition revision will provide
$105,000.00 annually ($25,000.00 local student + $35,000 for non resident and
$45,000.00 international student) that will be used for operation costs and an
additional $2,600.00 from the Learning Resources Fee that will be used to acquired or
fund new educational tools or activities for the students. A fee has already been

approved for the pre-doctoral students through Certification Number 183, 2002-2003.

The Graduate Program in Periodontology will also generate income from their patient’s
services at the School of Dental Medicine and the Diabetes Center of the University of
Puerto Rico through the School of Dental Medicine Intramural Practice Plan & Billing
System. The projected income for the first year is $250,893.00 in Clinical Revenues and
a minimum of $75,000.00 in tuition and related costs for a total of $375,893.00 during
year one. Clinical revenues and tuition costs will increase the following years as the
number of residents increase. This projection has been included in Annex 11: Projected
Revenues. The proposed budget has been reviewed and approved by the Academic

Senate and Administrative Board of the Medical Sciences Campus (Annex 12).

Additional support personnel will be provided in kind to this academic program
through an agreement with the School of Health Professions which will make available
students of their Dental Assisting Program and the proposed Dental Hygiene Program
to be trained at the Periodontology Clinic. The following represents the budget

required for the establishment of the Graduate Program in Periodontology:
