University of Puerto Rico Comprehensive Cancer Center. After the approval of the iirst U54
Partnership between MD Anderson Cancer Center and the University of PuertoKico (UPR), a group
of investigators decided to pursue the designation of a Comprehensive Canc®r Center. In 1980, the
University of Puerto received an award for a Cancer Center. At that time(Dr A”Roman Franco was
the Center Director and I was the executive Director and Director of the Clirical research Unit that
was constructed on the third floor University Hospital. Subsequently inthe following years the
Puerto Rico Legislature gave the University a yearly subsidy to financethe cancer program at the
University Hospital.

In 2002, through the partnership (with officials from NCI, atid. D Anderson Cancer Center) we
decided to go the President of tﬁe UPR, Att. Garcia Padilia, ‘o present the need for a Comprehensive
Cancer Center facility. After many meetings with UPR officials and the legislature, Law 230 for the
creation of a University of Puerto Rico Comprehendiy=.Cancer Center (UPRCCC) was written and
signed on August 2004, this became the law that/wili'make possible for Puerto Rico to have a truly
comprehensive cancer center. Once approved and funds were assigned for the 1* phase of the
project, acquisition of the land was assignec=anid the basic sciences laboratories were built. This first
development was done under the guidarice'of-the MD Anderson Cancer Center Medical and
Technical staff. In 2009 Gov. Fortuno iriaugurated the structure and we started to recruit the very
first investigators. The next step was tojtransfer the Puerto Rico Cancer Registry to the UPRCCC.
Today the Registry is fully funded;.aceredited and recognized nationally, and serves as an important
resource to our researchers.

Following the consultant rec>mmendations, the Radiation Therapy facility was renovated with
State-of-the-Art equipmerit and staff. The last phase of the project was the construction of the
UPRCCC Hospital. The.architects selected by the Government were assigned to design and build
the new Hospital. Fo¢étunately, we had the help of the entire faculty of the School of Medicine with
this phase. Becatise-¢f the change in Government Leaders, we had multiple problems and delays in
the bidding and ¢ernistruction phase. Finally, the Hospital started construction in 2014 and currently
it a working-cancer hospital and is seeking to be an NCI Designated Cancer Center.

Trajectory of Dr Reynold Lopez Enriquez in the plaitning, development and construction of The University of
Puerto Rico Comprehensive Cancer Center. Aftsxthe approval of the first US4 Partnership between MD
Anderson Cancer Center and the University or\Fuerto Rico (UPR), a group of investigators decided to pursue
the designation of a Comprehensive CancerCenter. In 1980, the University of Puerto received an award for a
Cancer Center. At that time Dr A. Roman /*ranco was the Center Director and | was the executive Director and
Director of the Clinical research Unit thatwas constructed on the third floor University Hospital. Subsequently in
the following years the Puerto Rica.L.egislature gave the University a yearly subsidy to finance the cancer
program at the University Hosyiit«l

In 2002, through the partrierskip (with officials from NCI, and MD Anderson Cancer Center) we decided to go the
President of the UPR,_Att.\Garcia Padilla, to present the need for a Comprehensive Cancer Center facility. After
many meetings with ¢'FR officials and the legislature, Law 230 for the creation of a University of Puerto Rico
Comprehensive Cancer Center (UPRCCC) was written and signed on August 2004, this became the law that will
make possible.fer Puerto Rico to have a truly comprehensive cancer center. Once approved and funds were
assigned for 17 1°! phase of the project, acquisition of the land was assigned, and the basic sciences
laboratori¢s,were built. This first development was done under the guidance of the MD Anderson Cancer Center
Medical and Technical staff. In 2009 Gov. Fortuno inaugurated the structure and we started to recruit the very
first.investigators. The next step was to transfer the Puerto Rico Cancer Registry to the UPRCCC. Today the

Reaislry is fully funded, accredited and recognized nationally, and serves as an important resource to our
resizarchers.

Following the consultant recommendations, the Radiation Therapy facility was renovated with State-of-the-Art
equipment and staff. The last phase of the project was the construction of the UPRCCC Hospital. The
architects selected by the Government were assigned to design and build the new Hospital. Fortunately, we had
the help of the entire faculty of the School of Medicine with this phase. Because of the change in Government
Leaders, we had multiple problems and delays in the bidding and construction phase. Finally, the Hospital

ACTIVITIES WITHIN-YJPR COMPREHENSIVE CANCER CENTER

Trajectory of LJr Reynold Lopez Enriquez in the planning, development and construction of The
University »£ Puerto Rico Comprehensive Cancer Center. After the approval of the first U54
Partnershiip between MD Anderson Cancer Center and the University of Puerto Rico (UPR), a
group, of investigators decided to pursue the designation of a Comprehensive Cancer Center. In
1980, the University of Puerto received an award for a Cancer Center. At that time Dr A. Roman
Franco was the Center Director and I was the executive Director and Director of the Clinical
research Unit that was constructed on the third floor University Hospital. Subsequently in the
following years the Puerto Rico Legislature gave the University a yearly subsidy to finance the
cancer program at the University Hospital.

In 2002, through the partnership (with officials from NCI, and MD Anderson Cancer Center) we
decided to go the President of the UPR, Att. Garcia Padilla, to present the need for a

Comprehensive Cancer Center facility. After many meetings with UPR officials and the
legislature, Law 230 for the creation of a University of Puerto Rico Comprehensive Cancer Center
(UPRCCC) was written and signed on August 2004, this became the law that will make possible for
Puerto Rico to have a truly comprehensive cancer center. Once approved and funds were assigned
for the 1% phase of the project, acquisition of the land was assigned, and the basic sciences
laboratories were built. This first development was done under the guidance of the MD Anderson
Cancer Center Medical and Technical staff. In 2009 Gov. Fortuno inaugurated the structure and we
started to recruit the very first investigators. The next step was to transfer the Puerto Rico Caicer
Registry to the UPRCCC. Today the Registry is fully funded, accredited and recognized
nationally, and serves as an important resource to ourresearchers.

Following the consultant recommendations, the Radiation Therapy facility was reriovated with
State-of-the-Art equipment and staff. The last phase of the project was the construction of the
UPRCCC Hospital. The architects selected by the Government were assigned+c.design and build
the new Hospital. Fortunately, we had the help of the entire faculty of the Sctiool of Medicine with
this phase. Because of the change in Government Leaders, we had multiple.problems and delays
in the bidding and construction phase. Finally, the Hospital started constrtiction in 2014 and
currently it a working cancer hospital and is seeking to be an NCI IDesignated Cancer Center.

Rico Chapter F.L. Raffucci Surgical Recearch
Forum and Memorial Lecture, which tvasjinaugu-
rated in 1981 and has been presented &very year as
partofthe chapter’sannual meeting.‘rheannual FL.
Raffucci Memorial Lecture anpd)Surgical Research
Forum were established to-iohor the memory of
Francisco L. Raffucci Arce; MD, FACS, a pioneer
surgeon, educator, and.résearcher in Puerto Rico,
and a mentee of Owen Wangensteen, MD, FACS,
who led the depastment of surgery at the Univer-
sity of Minnesate, viinneapolis. In fact, Dr. Raffucci
Arce was orle-cf the surgical fellows who benefited
from the Miniiesota “Wangensteen Experience.”
Motleiéd on the legendary Wangensteen Surgi-
cal Pesearch Forum at the ACS Clinical Congress—
row khown as the Scientific Forum—the Puerto Rico
Cirapter’s Surgical Forum was established to foster
surgical research among young investigators, espe-
cially residents of surgical and nonsurgical specialties
in Puerto Rico. Dr. Wangensteen’s multiple achieve-
ments in American surgery include the areas of surgi-
cal research, gastrointestinal surgery, interdisciplin-
ary approach to care, fostering and financing surgical
research, and advancing a basic sciences approach
to educating surgical residents—the establishment

of the Surgical Research Forum was foremost and
equally influential as his,other professional accom-
plishments. (Dedicatitnsjof the Wangensteen Scien-
tific Forum startedsin 1967, with I. S. Ravdin, MD,
FACS.)

Dr. Rafiucci Arce’s early career

Dr. Raffucci Arce was born in 1921 and passed away in
1270, His interest in liver disease was evident in his
idaster’s thesis on liver ischemia, which he wrote
while in training at the University of Minnesota.
In fact, the topic of this thesisinspired many of his
trainees’ and colleagues’ interest in liver surgery
and immunology.

His career spanned years of continuous efforts in
surgical research at the University of Puerto Rico’s
medical school. He established a functional surgical
research laboratory and fostered the participation
of surgical residents. An established cardiovascular
surgeon, Dr. Raffucci Arce and others developed the
practice of cardiac surgery in Puerto Rico with the
appropriate training of residents. He developed the
surgical residency program at the university, which
continues training surgeons to this day. Many of his
trainees continued their postgraduate education
by studying a surgical subspecialty, and many of
these physicians have held leadership positions on
our island and abroad. In fact, during his tenure as
chair of surgery, Dr. Raffucci Arce mentored many
surgeons who have distinguished themselves with
positions as department chairs, program chairs,
directors of institutions, deans, presidents of soci-
eties and other organizations, and more. Many of
his residents went on to be pioneers in their own
disciplines and established programs of their own
throughout the island.

Unfortunately, Dr. Raffucci Arce passed away from
sarcoidosis in 1970, but he left behind an important

island.

F.L. Raffucci Surgical Research Forum
In the late 1979s, with the initiative and leadership of
Enrique Vazguez Quintana, MD, FACS, then-Puerto
Rico €hypter President, the chapter began discussions
regarding founding a surgical research forum in cel-
ebration of the research and education principles of Dr.
Raffucci Arce similar to the College’s Wangensteen
Surgical Forum. The chapter succeeded in bringing
the concept to life together with the memoriallecture.
A member of the chapter was tasked with organiz-
ing and directing the forum and memorial lecture and
finding the necessary funding to support these initia-
tives. The College was generous in providing space
during the annual Clinical Congress for both the lec-
ture and the forum.

The Puerto Rico Chapter leadership had planned to
invite Dr. Wangensteen as the initial Raffucci Memorial
Lecturer, but, unfortunately, he passed away in 1981. So,
Dr. Vazquez Quintana invited Benjamin Eiseman, MD,
FACS, a close associate and friend of Dr. Raffucci Arce,
to give the lecture. Dr. Eiseman graciously accepted
and delivered the first memorial lecture.

The Raffucci Memorial Lecture was the start of
what was to become an important tradition for the
chapter, our medical school, and all the surgeons on
our island. The chairs of surgery and of the surgical
and medical subspecialties were all enthusiastic about
participating or having their residents or young fac-
ulty participate in the F.L. Raffucci Surgical Research
Forum as an opportunity for presentation, discussion,
and practice for young surgeons and medical students
with an interest in surgery.

Residents and young investigators all were eager
to submit their research studies to the F.L. Raffucci

The.excitement of the residents for the
upcoming meetings was evident throughout the 40
years of the(oregram’s existence. From its inception
to now, residefi(s and students have presented approxi-
mately347% papers, most of them with co-investigators,
incldding faculty mentors.

F.L. Raffucci Memorial Lecture

The Raffucci Memorial Lecture was intended to
acknowledge surgical investigators and leaders who had
made significant, even global, contributions to surgery,
the surgical specialties, and science in general. Every
year, we invited important investigators to deliver the
lectures. Significantly, in the beginning, many of the
speakers had been colleagues, friends, or Minnesota

fellows with Dr. Raffucci Arce. Table 1, pages 34-35,
shows the list of speakers from 1981 through 2019. The
list reads like a “who’s who” in American surgery and
medicine. All speakers delivered memorable lectures
enjoyed by all, with alarge audience including nonsur-
gical specialists and with the Raffucci family present
during the initial years. The topics were an excellent
amalgam of important subjects, from principles of edu-
cation to research, surgery, technology, clinical prac-
tice, and more. The speakers were given a commemo-
rative plaque and a gift and were duly feted.

The forum and lecture continue to serve as the tra-
ditional component of the Puerto Rico Chapter’s annual
meeting, awarding first-, second-, and third-place prizes
for the best research, including the best presentations.
Many of the residents and young investigators have
gone on to become leaders in their own right.

As has happened with the Wangensteen Scientific
Forum, the topics of the F.L. Raffucci Surgical Research
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Forum have evolved through the years, from what was
important and in vogue in the 1980s and 1990s, such
as cardiac, transplantation, immunology, clinical stud-
ies, to more recent years when topics such as molecular
biology, technology, and other modern subjects tend to
be the focus.

The authors of this article suggest interested indi-
viduals refer to a review written by a notable member of
the Minnesota faculty, Arnold S. Leonard, MD, PhD, on
the Wangensteen Influence on American Surgery, and to
Dr. Vazquez Quintana’s book on the history of surgery
in Puerto Rico. A brief biography of Dr. Raffucci Arcé
is presented by Norman Maldonado, MD, former Presi-
dent of the University of Puerto Rico. A memorial on
the inauguration of the F.L. Raffucci SurgicalResearch
Laboratory, located on our medical sciences campus,
is dedicated to Dr. Raffucci Arce and bears,tiis name.

Dr. Wangensteen’s influence, an¢-that’of his train-
ees and colleagues, such as Dr. Raifucci Arce, has con-
tinued to have an impact threngti'the years, specifi-
cally in the areas of surgical.quality care, surgical edu-
cation, and surgical research/worldwide. Those of us
who trained under D=, Raffucci Arce directly, and Dr.
Wangensteen indirtcely; have cherished the opportu-
nity we had in Puero Rice to uphold their important
legacies and tlizir-dedication to providing quality care
to the surgical patient.

The 40th-dnniversary of the F.L. Raffucci Surgical
Research Torum and Memorial Lecture is a testament
to£he enduring commitment of Dr. Raffucci Arce and
Dy, Wangensteen to the surgical profession, and we are
very proud of this achievement, and of having been part
of the four decades that have been a link to the past
and a beacon to the future. ¢

“The challenge is to wait until we have
cvidence before incorporating spiral CT
screening into routine clinical practice,”
said Pamela Marcus, Ph.D., an epidemi-
ologist at the National Cancer Institute.
“If there are people out there who want it,
then they have to be informed by their
physicians that it’s never been shown to
reduce lung cancer mortality.”

Marcus is involved with the National
Lung Screening Trial (NLST), which
includes more than 50,000 people who
will be randomly assigned to be
screcened with cither chest x-ray or
spiral CT once a year for 3 years. The

trial finished accrual in January, and the
health of its participants will be
monitored until 2009.

“You can’t get definitive evidence
overnight,” Marcus said. “There’s too
much at stake for just applying [CT
screening] without having evidence
that it works. ... There are always
going to be downsides to screening.
We’ve come to accept some of the
downsides and some of the adverse
events if it means that it will save lives.
But we certainly don’t want to accept
those adverse events if it won’t save
lives.”

Meanwhile, the task force’s change in
recommendation is an acknowledgement
that there are still open questions
regarding lung cancer screcning, and
particularly low-dose CT.

“What (the change in recommenda-
tion] does is [change] it from a level of,
‘we think we know the answer and the

_ answer is, and you shouldn’t aw it;’ to,

‘we’re not sure what the ansyer is and
we need more data,”” Frame said.

The task force’s.evidence review was
published in the/May.4 issue of the
Annals of Internaledicine.

Puerto Rican Government Offers Supuort for
Country’s Cancer Center

Greatly expanding its commitment to
cancer rescarch and treatment, the
government of Puerto Rico recently
earmarke d $40 million over the next S
years for its cancer research infrastruc-
ture and another $75 million to build a
new cancer research hospital. The
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico is in the
process of approving the funding for
what will be the Caribbean’s first
comprchensive cancer center, to be part
of the University of Puerto Rico in San
Juan. 7

“The new center will have a major
impact in the care of cancer paticnts inthé
Caribbean basin and Central and South
America,” said Reynold Lopez=firiciquez,
M.D., a surgical oncologist at the Univer-
sity of Puerto Rico.

Cancer care at the*C ariboean island’s
academic medical ceatcrs and public and
private hospitals is n€ither centralized
nor coordindted and few clinical trials
are availabl< to patients, said Emma
Fernaidez-Repollet, M.D., interim vice
président of research and technology at
the University of Puerto Rico.

In addition, although there are a
handful of medical schools on the
island of about 4.1 million people,
educating physicians in clinical research
has not been strong historically,
Fernandez-Repollet said. One conse-
quence is that about 60% of the island’s
medical students who wish to pursue

clinical research leave the island a%d
stay overseas, said Edna Mora/miC,,
director of the Cancer Biolugy, Laoora-
tory at the University of Pueito Rico.

The goal of the Univarsivy of Puerto
Rico ComprehensiveCancer Center is
to address these“wcaknesses.

years. In the long term, it is hoped that
the new cancer center will regain
National Cancer Institute-designated
comprehensive cancer center status for
the university, which it had held at its
inception in the 1970s but lost in the
1980s.

“The government of Puerto Rico is
now in the process of passing a law that
will allocate necessary funds for the
initiative’s first 5 years, regardless of
what future political change may take
place,” said Michael Caligiuri, M.D.,
director of the Ohio State University

Journal of the National Cancer Institute, Vol. 96, No. 12, June 16, 2004

Comprehensive Cancer Center in
Columbus, and a consultant to the new
cancer center. “The strategy, now in the
planning stages, aims to be inclusive of
all factions, which is rather extraordi-
nary, considering the traditionally
complex politics of the island.” he added.

The next immediate steps will be to
recruit a half-dozen investigators from
the United States and to build the first
bioscience rescarch facility. Recently,
the effort received a $4 million grant
from the National Institutes of Health
for construction of a molecular science
complex, which was matched by $4
million from the university. Lopez-
Enriquez expects that, by the end of the
first decade, about 12 basic scientists
will be on site. In the meantime, the
university is planning to create a
biotechnology and bioprocess pilot
plant, establish research chairmanships
to recruit top-notch scientists, and
establish an office of technology
transfer at the university.

Synergistic to the cancer center’s
development is a separate, multi-million
dollar research and teaching partncrship
with the University of Texas M. D.
Anderson Cancer Center, Houston,
which began last year. The collaboration
between M. D. Anderson and the
University of Puerto Rico “is strength-
ening efforts to devclop the new cancer
center by helping it develop a cancer
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rescarch infrastructure, identifying and
training independent investigators on
the island, and conducting research
related to minority health.” said the
University of Puerto Rico’s Mora.

The partnership between the two

institutions received an $18 million, 5-

TR year grant in
2002 from
NCI’s Minority
Institution/
Cancer Center
Partnership
and Partners in
Excellence. Its
initial five
research
projects should
enable Puerto
Rico to
contribute to understanding the rising
burden of cancer in Hispanics worldwide
by comparing rates and molecular
cpidemiology in Puerto Ricans with
those in other Hispanics.

“Puerto Rico is home to a unique
Hispanic population of composite
European and African descent, which
offers researchers an unparalleled
opportunity to study cancer epidemiol-
ogy and control and to isolate potential
disease markers,” Caligiuri said.

The program’s five initial projects
will cxamine the molecular epidemiol-
ogy and clinical determinants of head
and neck cancer progression in Puerto
Ricans, the molecular mechanismsaf
the growth of bone metastases in-braast
cancer patients, the epidemiology of
acute promyclocytic leukewaiavin Puerto
Ricans and the Hispanic panulation of
Spain and Peru, the molecular mecha-
nisms involved in thegrowth and
survival of metastatic breast carcinoma
cells, and tiiesezpression of the epider-
mal growtisfactor receptor (EGFR) in
Hispanic women diagnosed with breast
cancer in the Houston area and in
Pucrto Rico.

The partnership will have an educa-
tional component as well. Medical
students with oncology specialties will
train as fellows in clinical oncology
rescarch at M. D. Anderson, with the
goal of returning to the island to
practice. Similarly, students from the

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University of Texas Medical Center will
train at the University of Puerto Rico
and gain in-depth experience dealing
with minority health issues. Gabriel
Lopez-Berestein, M.D., professor of
immunology at M. D. Anderson, who
was born in Cuba and raised in Puerto
Rico, is serving as liaison between the
two medical centers. He added that
researchers from M. D. Anderson will
come to Puerto Rico to give seminars in
epidemiology, grant writing, and
statistics to help prepare Puerto Rican
faculty to better compete for research
grants.

In contrast to the M. D. Anderson
Cancer Center, which is a freestanding
facility, the University of Puerto Rico
Comprehensive Cancer Center will
develop on a “matrix” model within the
confines of a very large, diverse
university, similar to Ohio State’s,

Caligiuri explained. He is working with
a number of the departments at the
University of Puerto Rico to determine
where the academic emphasis will be
placed and to coordinate the recruit-
ment efforts.

The collaboration and development
of the University of Puerto Rico
Comprehensive Cancer Center ccines at
a time when the Puerto Rican govern-
ment has made a commitimesni to
become a center of kiotechnology and
cutting-edge medicin=-~a commitment
that includes pians for an upgraded
primate res€arCh center and a drug
deliveryysizms center.
